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National Tree Day 
Last Friday, all of our students had the opportunity to plant a tree as part of National Tree Day. Our students planted a variety of 
trees and shrubs indigenous to our area along our boundary fence-line, filling in the gaps that have emerged as we have lost trees 
over time. Many thanks to Cathy Olive from the Euroa Arboretum who provided us with the tubestock. Cathy has been an amazing 
partner and mentor to our school over the last ten years and we look forward to continuing this great environmental science 
partnership into the future.  
 
Principal Group Visit 
Last Monday, we hosted a group of seven principals spanning a geographical area from Euroa to Wandong. As a group, we are 
involved together in an action research project investigating the effective use of data to drive teaching and learning. This project 
involves school-based visits in addition to the sharing of resources and practices. The principal group were greatly impressed by 
our teaching and learning practices operating at Avenel Primary School and they offered warm feedback about the inclusive and 
welcoming feel of our school and our student culture.  
 
Teacher Professional Learning 
Next Thursday, Mrs Malone and Ms Ternes will be undertaking further professional learning pertaining to the use of iPads to 
transform learning in schools. Over the last few years, we have developed some fabulous learning programs to allow students to 
record and showcase their learning using technology. We look forward to Mrs Malone and Ms Ternes helping us to further improve 
our technology practices.  
 
Parent Opinion Survey: 
The Parent Opinion Survey is an annual survey offered by the Department of Education and Training that is conducted with a 
sample of randomly selected parents at each school. It is designed to assist schools in gaining an understanding of parentsô 
perception of school climate, student engagement and relationships with parent communities. Schools use the survey results to 
help inform and direct future school planning and improvement strategies. This year, the survey is being conducted online and we 
will be sending home instructions on how to complete the survey to a sample group of 40 parents at the end of this week. If you 
have any difficulties in accessing the survey, please donôt hesitate to get in touch.  
 
Learning Mindsets: 
As part of our You Can Do It program, across the school we are focusing on helping students to develop positive mindsets when 
encountering problems in their learning. Displaying a positive attitude towards problems, or a ñgrowth mindsetò to adopt the 
research term, has been conclusively shown to help students progress in all areas of their learning. Across the school, you will hear 
students and teachers using language such: ñI havenôt got it yet,ò ñThereôs always a Plan B, Céò, ñIôm heading in the right 
direction,ò ñOften we donôt get it the first time.ò Over the rest of the term, we look forward to our students acquiring these fabulous 
skills of positive self-talk.  
 
School Council Survey ðClassroom Helper Volunteers 
Our School Council is keen to harvest the many skills and assets possessed by members of our school community by expanding 
our classroom volunteer program. Classroom helpers have a great role in assisting students, sharing their expertise and acting as 
role models for adult engagement with schooling. Our School Council has put together a survey which explains the many ways in 
which community members can make an active contribution to our school. The survey accompanies this weekôs newsletter and I 
would encourage everyone to read through the survey to establish whether we can offer a vehicle for skill-sharing with our 
students.
